Achievements 

With Godôs grace, we have been able 

to minister to children from 4-K 

through 5th grade.  We have been 

blessed to have had some children 

throughout all their years at Roche-a-

Cri Elementary.  For many of these 

children, our Club is the only expo-

sure they have to the Word of God 

and His plan for our lives.  Over the 

years, we have seen numerous chil-

dren memorize many Scripture verses 

(and continue to remember them years 

later).  When the children first begin 

attending, they are often afraid to 

pray, but within a few weeks they are 

willing to pray, to look up Scripture, 

and to read from the Bible.   

Teaching the children memory verses 

through music has been very effec-

tive.  [Music is available for 

download at http://

www.cefmadisonwi.com/

downloads.htm.] 

One year when we challenged the 

children to learn Romans 12:1-2, 

Emma came and recited the verses.  

We were pretty astonished that a first 

grader would be the first to say them 

perfectly.  She then said, ñJustyn 

(another first grader) knows them, 

too.ò  And then, with a slight hint of 

annoyance in her voice, she contin-

ued, ñHeôs been singing them all day 

long.ò   

This year we have sometimes in-

cluded additional verses in the same 

Bible passage to help the children 

better understand the Scripture.  

Amazingly, they are learning the 

extra verses as well! 

Incentives 

At least once each year we challenge 

the children to earn a party at Club.  

We reward both individual and team 

accomplishments.  We have learned 

never to underestimate what the chil-

dren can achieve, no matter how 

young they are.   

When we chose to divide into two 

teams for last yearôs pizza party chal-

lenge, we had no 2nd or 3rd graders so 

we decided to make one team of 4th and 

5th graders against 4-K, 5-K, and 1st 

grade. Who won? The little ones.   

However, the understanding was that 

both teams had to achieve individually 

a certain number of points.  When the 

older children were failing to achieve 

the points and the pizza party was in 

question, some of the 1st graders 

asked if they could do the older chil-

drenôs Quiet Time Quest and give the 

points to them.  That pushed the 

older ones to apply themselves 

and, even though the younger 

ones achieved far beyond their 

required points, both teams suc-

ceeded and grew through the 

challenge as they learned to 

work together.  

Year-end program 

Each year we put together a pro-

gram which is led entirely by the 

children to show their parents 

and families what they have 

learned.  Each child is assigned a 

part in the program from the 

opening prayer and flag pledges 

to the memory verses and songs.  

The parents are delighted to see 

their childrenôs growth in their 

understanding of the things of 

God and their ability to proclaim 

what they understand. 

Rewards 

Through the years we have re-

ceived drawings from the chil-

dren sharing what they have 

learned.  As the children grow, 

they write letters with their 

drawings.  The reward of receiv-

ing those unsolicited ñgiftsò 

cannot be compared with those 

of this world.  When a child 

hands us a legal pad with page 

after page of Bible verses written 

down from memory, or sees us 

some place away from school 

and runs to us with hugs, can our 

earthly rewards be any greater?   

Ultimate Goal 

The incomparable reward will be 

that glorious day when we see 

these children in heaven.
